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Biographical Note

Carl F. Biddle was born January 12, 1922 at Fostoria, Ohio. He enlisted in the Marine
Corps on December 29, 1941. Biddle served in the Pacific Theater, and participation in
battles on Guadalcanal and Peleliu. He attained the rank of Corporal by the time of his
separation on January 7, 1946.

Scope and Content of the Collection

The Carl F. Biddle Collection contains materials from Biddle's service in the Marine
Corps during World War Il. Some materials are from post-war when Biddle applied for
veteran pension and disability. The collection includes military documents, passes,
postcards, and ephemera.
