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Biographical Note

Arlene Rakoncay was an avid anti-war protester in the 2000s as a part of the "World
Can't Wait - Drive Out the Bush Regime" organization. Attending anti-war rallies and
protests, Arlene voiced her opinion to end the war in Iraqg, hold the George W. Bush
administration accountable for war tactics, and education the population on specific
situations such as the Guantanamo Bay detention center and the Blackwater
mercenaries.

Scope and Content of the Collection

The Arlene Rakoncay Anti-War Collections consists primarily of newspaper clippings
and website printouts of articles relating to the war in Iraq and its effects on the
country. Also represented in the first series are email correspondence between Arlene
and other members of the anti-war organization "World Can't Wait - Drive Out the Bush
Regime."
